Course Description:

You are going to be involved in a Language Arts experience that will last a lifetime.  Our studies will include approaches to reading, experiences with writing, and opportunities for discussion and practice in listening.  We will seek to build on your current knowledge, work through new and challenging information, and apply ourselves beyond the classroom.  You will be expected to actively engage in the coursework.  We will be working together in an energetic environment.  Thank you for your dedication to success! 

Materials Required:  

Every day, students are expected to come to class with a note-taking notebook, journaling notebook, pencil, folder, and a reading book.  There is only a classroom set of textbooks for this class, so students will not be bringing home a textbook.  Students, when needed, will checkout novels.  The teacher will provide all supplementary materials.  

Objectives:


Students will actively engage in the reading process and read, understand, respond to, analyze, interpret, evaluate, and appreciate a wide variety of fiction and non-fiction texts.

· Students will write in narrative, expository, descriptive, persuasive, and critical modes.  


Students will engage in the writing process with careful attention to the six-traits.  


Students will apply standard English conventions when writing.


Students will locate and use information in reference materials.

Classroom Citizenship:

Together, we will ensure we are working in a safe, comfortable, and productive classroom.  The policy of this classroom is as follows:

1. Respect

a. Students are to respect self, others, and property.

b.  This is an inclusive classroom and everyone should feel welcome, so do your part.  

2. Responsibility

a. I will not hound you for homework.  

b. Homework due is posted on the board, bulletin board and online.  It is your responsibility to make sure all assignments are turned in.

*** Students get a choice in their detention; 1: they can serve detention with me, about 15 minutes, doing some chore, or 2: they can be written up, which then goes on record and is up to the school on  consequences ***

Assignments:

There will be a various quizzes throughout each unit.  At the end of every unit there will be a test made up of multiple choice, matching, fill in the blank, T/F, and short answer questions.  Students will also have papers, speeches, and projects.  Finally, there will be a variety of assignments that must be completed before each class period.  

**Note: There are some assignments that must be completed in order to pass this class.  If you do not do the final at the end of each unit, you will be given an incomplete until it is turned in.  If you do not turn it in, then you will not pass my class. This is a department wide policy.**

Assessment Criteria:


Students will complete quizzes, tests, assignments, and projects.


Test dates will be announced in class and written on the agenda board.


Students will earn 5 points a-day for participation.  These points can be taken away due to an absence, tardy, or lack of participation. See Absence/Tardiness for more information.

All group projects are graded both as a whole and individually.  If you do not participate in your group, your grade for that project will be affected.

Method of Evaluation:

Evaluation is done through written quizzes and tests.  Also, students will be graded on class participation, class discussion, assignments, papers, speeches, and projects.  Note:  grading will be shaded based on your percentage.  

Absence/Tardiness:

Students are expected to be in their seat and doing the daily opener activity by the time the bell rings.  If a student misses a day, then they will lose the participation points for that day.  Make-up participation points may be excused at the teacher’s discretion.  If participation points need to be made-up, this can be done by: reading a short story (provided by the teacher) and writing a ½ page response to the reading.  Students are also responsible for getting the notes and assignment for the day missed.  Extra copies of all assignments can be found under the table by the door.  Students should get the assignment and notes, either before or after class.   

 3 tardy = 1 detention with Teacher or Write up
Note:   Participation points are earned through: class discussion and other in-class activities.  Participation points may be lost through: absence, tardies, lack of attention, talking in class, off task, cell phones, I-pods, lacking materials, etc…If you do not participate in class, then you will not receive the points.  Participation points may be excused at the discretion of the teacher.  If you are absent for any reason, you do not earn the points for that day.  You can earn those points by coming in before or after school and getting the instruction with me, but only if it is an excused absence.  
Late Assignments: 
I expect assignment, papers, and speeches to be turned in at the beginning of class each day, unless otherwise specified.  For every day that a student fails to turn in their assignment, 10% of the grade will be lost.  Students can receive 50% of the grade if the late assignment is turned in by the end of the quarter.  Please note that at the end of the quarter the assignment will receive a zero.  At this point there is NO opportunity to gain those points back.  Students are responsible for turning their work in on time.  In this section assignment means in and out of class work, papers, speeches, and projects.  

**Note: If it is a final for a unit that is late, it can be turned in anytime before the end of the semester, but it will only receive at maximum 50% of the grade.**

Extra Credit: 

Extra credit is not offered in this course.   

Academic Integrity Policy:  

Academic dishonesty includes but is not limited to:

Cheating on quiz or test, copying an assignment or worksheet or divulging information about a test, offering another student answers on an assignment, worksheet, quiz, or test, whether solicited or unsolicited, in written or verbal communications, use of a cell phone during a quiz or test, theft of intellectual property such as assignments, worksheets, tests, or answer keys, lying to a teacher about academic activities, or failing to indicate quotations taken from another source or failing to identify sources in writing (i.e., plagiarism). If a student receives a zero for this reason, they are still responsible for completing the assignment to the teacher’s satisfaction.

If there is a special situation, then the teacher must be notified before class starts.  This is your only warning.
