Course Description: Basic Math Skills IV teaches the basic concepts of mathematics. The course is designed for students and young adults who need a basic understanding of mathematic concepts and operations. This class is designed for those students on IEP’s. Instruction is sequences from understanding place value and numeration before moving into more complex skills such as algebra and geometry. To encourage understanding and motivation, problem-solving exercises are integrated throughout the text and injected into the curriculum by the teacher. Emphasis is placed on mastering basic concepts that are necessary for life rather than on terminology and math theory. Basic Skills Math IV provides instruction on basic math concepts that are necessary for success in everyday situations at home, school, and in the work place. The class also devotes time and study in the preparation for the Minnesota Basic Skills Test, which is administered during the 2nd trimester. Students will be expected to successfully complete units in the Accelerated Math Program and to complete basic skill math units that outline the Basic Skills Test.

Course Content: Basic Math Skills IV will emphasize the study and mastery of Whole Numbers Skills, Fractions, Decimals, Percents, and General Math Skills such as; measurement, area, volume, capacity, mass, length, perimeter, time, place value, money, ratio and proportion, using graphs, reading maps, using charts and tables and other topics will be covered. The course will also introduce Basic Algebra and Geometry.

Attendance/Back Scheduling: Basic Math Skills IV meets days 1-6. During each cycle, day 3 will be used to back schedule those students that are not current with classroom assignments or have been recommended by the classroom teacher to use this time as a study time. Students who are unable to finish assignments during back scheduling time will have the opportunity to complete their work in Saturday school. During the 2nd trimester, (1 day per cycle) students will begin to work on specific units that are covered on the basic skills test.

Evaluation: Students will work toward attaining 80% accuracy on worksheets and daily classroom assignments. Students will demonstrate mastery of skills by successfully completing quizzes and “knowledge check-ups”. In addition to achieving the above-mentioned standards, students will be expected to attend class and participate in class activities in order to receive credit.
