Course Title: Algebra II/Trig


            Length of Course: Full Year

Prerequisite: Geometry, C- or better in Algebra I
Textbook: McDougal Littell Algebra II Textbook.  Your textbook is accessible online this year.

As a new user you need to create a student account with a user/password.  After you complete the questions you will have access to your textbook.  See me if questions.
Calculator: A scientific calculator is required.

Course Description: The content of Algebra II is organized around families of functions, including linear, quadratic, exponential, logarithmic, radical and rational expressions. As you study each family of functions, you will learn to represent them in multiple ways as verbal descriptions, equations tables and graphs.
This course includes the study of the following major topics: 
Short review of Pre-algebra, Equations and Inequalities, Linear Equations and Functions, Linear Systems and Matrices, Quadratic Functions and Factoring, Polynomials and Polynomial Functions, Rational Exponents and Radical Functions, Exponential and Logarithmic Functions, Rational Functions, Quadratic Relations, Trigonometry, Sequences and Series, Probability, Statistics.
Meeting Times: Algebra II/Trig is scheduled to meet on Days 1, 2, 3, 4, and 6.


    Day 5 is reserved for Open Lab time if the student falls behind in

    assignments, or to re-take/make up any missing quizzes or tests.

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Homework/Participation/Attendance Policy
(5 points per day)
* Daily points will be issued for attendance & completed homework with a maximum of  5 points. Three (3) points will be deducted for being tardy. A tardy is less than 10 minutes late to class without a pass. Five tardies equal one class period truant. If tardies continue after conferencing with the student and phone calls to parents, a Disciplinary Referral will be filled out and given to the Assistant Principal. Students who are 10 minutes late to class without a pass will be marked truant for that class. Up to two (2) points will be deducted for daily assignments if they are not completed. Assignments will be reviewed and checked daily. Up to two (2) points will be deducted for not bringing your classroom supplies. Up to two (2) points will be deducted for cell phones or PED’s. They must be kept out of sight.
*Most assignments will be checked in class. However, some assignments will be collected randomly or by advance notice. Collected assignments must be turned in ON TIME to receive full credit.  Each late assignment will result in a deduction of assignment points and each missing assignment will result in a 0 for assignment points.

Test/Retest Policy

*  All tests MUST be completed within the class period.  NO TIME EXTENSIONS!

*  Retests will be given on a limited basis to those scoring below 80%.  You will not

    receive a grade higher than 80% on a retest and the second score counts regardless.

ACADEMIC HONESTY

 Offering to another student the answers to an assignment, worksheet, or test, whether solicited or unsolicited, in written or verbal communications.

4.  Theft of intellectual property such as assignments, worksheets, notes, notebooks, tests or test answer keys.

 Lying to a teacher about academic activities.

6.   Failing to indicate quotations taken from a source or failing to identify sources in writing (i.e., plagiarism).

7.  Use of electronic or computer media (Internet) in an academically dishonest manner.

With regard to groups and group work, the same policies shall apply, altered by the circumstances of the task involved.  Students are to be informed of the limits of cooperation permitted and should seek prior additional information in situations where they are unclear as to appropriate limits.

Unless explicitly announced otherwise by the teacher, students are expected to work alone on all assignments.

Those who violate the Academic Honesty Policy may be subject to one or more of the following actions:

1. Grade reduction (no credit for the assignments which were not their own intellectual work)

2. Sending an apology to the person and/or institution against whom the offense occurs

3. Detention

4. Suspension
