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For this assignment, you must create an advertisement for Singin’ in the Rain.  Your ad should creatively and cleverly entice people to want to see your movie.  This assignment will call upon your understanding and analysis of the film to showcase the essence of the film.  In addition to the visual element, you are required to write a justification for the artistic choices you make and include a bibliography for your images and quotation/review.
PLEASE NOTE:  This assignment is about your creativity, not the work of others.  Don’t use elements from previous advertisements for the film.  You may use shots from the film but not original movie ads, DVD covers, etc,.  Avoid using the original title graphic as well.  What images you do borrow, must be included in your bibliography so keep track of where they come from online. 
Follow these guidelines:

· Theme:  Through the use of words, images, or both, the ad should suggest some sort of general theme for the film.  This gives the audience the hint about what the movie is about.

· Review(s):  The ad must quote at least one actual review.  Provide a short striking quotation and the name of the reviewer.  Please select your reviewer carefully, keeping in mind audiences are looking for someone whose opinion they value.  Look for names of reviewers you recognize.
· Text:  Note that virtually every movie ad contains certain elements.  In addition to the title of the film, ads note the movie’s rating, names of key cast members and the director. Any awards the film may have won would also appeal to audiences.  Go the extra mile and include other elements you’ve seen on movie advertisements. 

· Design:  The ad should look professional.  You can use the computer, but I encourage you to use other mediums as well if you are of an artistic nature. Regardless of how you produce your ad, it needs to be quality work with effort demonstrated in the production and analysis.






How to Write a Justification

Writing a justification is as easy as thinking in the claim/support style.

Indicate your claim (your choice, your idea) and then give your support by providing more details about why you thought this way, why you made this choice, how this is representative of the film, etc.

It’s like this:

· Be sure that you cover all of the elements.  Your job is to explain to me just how much thought/analysis went into the choices you made.
