Writing 9 - Cycle Assignments

The assignments below are cycle assignments that should be completed as homework or in class work days. Additional directions and/or handouts will be provided in each of these areas as needed. Cycle assignments are completed each cycle/every other cycle and handed in on the designated day. Assignments/forms are available on my staffpage on the Apollo website. 
Every Cycle
Outside Reading - Each student will choose a book that fits his/her needs and ability.  Typically, one day per cycle (Day Six) will be designated as the reading day. Students will be given the opportunity to read for the majority of the period. As students finish their books, they will choose from a list of possible ways to respond to these novels. Students will be required to read a minimum of one novel during the trimester and complete one of the 
corresponding writing activities. 
*An extra credit option for the completion of a second novel and response will be made available to students who have finished their first novel and the writing activity by February 1, 2012. 

Vocabulary Development - Every Day One, a cycle vocabulary sheet will be due. This vocabulary will be student generated and must come from the student selected novel. Vocabulary sheets can be found on my staffpage or handwritten using the template in the student’s notebook. 
Every Other Cycle
Journal Writing - Every other Day Six, a journal writing response will be due. Designated topics with occasional student choice topics will be provided as will the forms for completion of the writing.  First due date: 12/20
*Late cycle assignments will not be accepted unless you are on an IEP. Students absent on the day a cycle assignment is due must turn in the cycle assignment the day they return to class otherwise it will not be accepted except in extenuating circumstances. 
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
