Things to know about ELL Classes:

ELL classes are scheduled for six days a cycle. 

You are expected to be in class for the entire time scheduled.

One day of the cycle may be used as a “work day”. The teacher will choose the day of the cycle and can change the day as needed.  Students who have completed all their work for the class may study in the Resource Center, the computer lab, the commons or Iggy’s.  Walking the hallways is not an acceptable use of study time.  Do not expect a “work day” the first week or the last week of the cycle.

If you are absent, it is your responsibility to make up the missed assignments.  

If an assignment is due the day you are absent, it needs to be turned in when you return to the class. 

The teacher can take off two points per day for late work and five points per day for major assignments that are late.  Assignments are due at the very beginning of class unless otherwise noted by the teacher. 
If you skip an ELL class, you will receive a zero for any assignment/tests due or given that day. 

Five points per class period are available to earn for participation points. To earn these points, you must be on time for class, have your completed homework with you, have a pencil/pen, paper, and any necessary texts, participate fully in discussions and listen respectfully to the teacher or to any person who is leading discussions, etc. If you are absent for any reason, these points will not be given and cannot be made up.  It is very important for you to be in class every day.  If you are late to class without a pass, three points will be taken away from the day’s participation points.  Also, if you choose not to participate or to be disruptive, you will not earn any points.

You must also follow school rules including those regarding personal electronic devices.  Keep your cell phone turned off and in your backpack during class time. Remember that your teacher may take away your cell phone if this rule is not followed.  Sometimes, it can be cold in the classroom.  Therefore, you need to dress appropriately.

Permission to leave the classroom to go to the bathroom, locker, etc. will be at the teacher’s discretion.

You are responsible for 500 + pages of Independent Reading every trimester.

 There will be an Independent Reading Day one day of each cycle.
