Call of the Wild Essay

You may work with a partner through Google docs.

You will write a five paragraph essay, answering one of the three topics.

1) Buck has multiple owners. Tell about 3 and what they represent (types of people).

2) Is Buck's portrayal realistic? Give 3 areas (such as looks, intelligence, actions, emotions, memory).

3) What did it take to be successful in the Gold Rush? Pick 3 and write how they are highlighted in the story.

You will have an introduction, where you introduce the (background of the) book and your topic. Use a thesis statement (the essay topic’s answer) at the end of it
In each body paragraph, you need evidence from the book. Mention a specific part for evidence. Try to use a quote like this: The dog was quite dumb because “Buck did not read” (London 21). Or Manuel had a lot of kids because it says he didn’t make enough money to “lap over the needs of a wife and numerous progeny” (London 23).  Try to make these quotes smooth. 

For a closing, you might review your main points or give your opinions. Try not to use “I.”

After your essay, create a “Works Cited” page. Your only entry is as follows:
