Reading Free Write 

Following an extended period of reading, we may write a Reading Free Write. 
It has 3 parts. 

1) Last name, First name. Title.  
2) Plot – Tell me what happened today (or the last couple days) while you read. Use a topic sentence to begin, like, “Today I read about...” 

3) Thought – Focus on one topic+/- Why? Prove it. Again, start with a topic sentence: “I really (dis)liked...” You must then give proof and examples why!

Good examples include the following: 


The words are really bad. For example, he used the word “conflagration” for the huge fire and “azure” for a special kind of light blue. I didn’t know them until I looked them up. I HATE HAVING TO FIGURE WORDS, BECAUSE THEN I CAN’T THINK ABOUT WHAT’S HAPPENING.  


I really don’t like the character Edward. He just seems creepy. Bella turns around and he’s there. Once he stood outside her window while she was sleeping. THIS ISN’T LOVE; IT’S STALKING. AND HE ALWAYS SEEMS ANGRY. He should be happy. He doesn’t have to worry about growing old or dying of sickness. Sure, he can’t see the sun, but big deal.
