Course Content/Units: On-going organizational skill lessons and social skills training six times 

per cycle.  Students will also be observed in classrooms, community and work settings for carry-over of social thinking skills. 

Independent Study:  Students may be back-scheduled for extra assistance or for make-up work. Teacher is available for assistance in room 405.  

Back-Scheduling Procedures: Students who were absent or are missing work will come in on their I.S. time. Failure to show up will be an unexcused absence.  

Attendance policy: Students are expected in class every day that it meets.  If you missed class or have make-up work, students are expected to come in during their  I.S time.   Failure to do so will result in a loss of points.  

Reading Strategies:  Students will use the SQ3R Strategy and the K-W-L Chart.  

Grading: Grading is based on individual goals and objectives from IEP documents, participation, and performance. Students will be required to complete a self-evaluation.  Classroom teachers may also fill out an evaluation when appropriate.  If a student is completing a job in the building, the work supervisor may also fill out an evaluation.  A final grade at the end of each trimester will be a compilation of these evaluations.
